RECIPE - FRIED RICE.. Easy  option from very old cookbook 
4 cups uncooked round rice, washed & drained 
4 rashers cooked chopped bacon 
4 eggs, beaten with 2 tablespoons water & lightly cooked in separate pan 
4 shallots, chopped. 
1 clove garlic, finely chopped & 6 chicken stock cubes 
 

Heat 2 tablespoons oil.  Stir in the 4 cups rice & coat well.  Add 6 cups boiling water, stock cubes, garlic & shallots. 

Simmer 12 minutes.  Add eggs & bacon, cook lightly & stir well.   Add soy or oyster sauce to taste.
